The intention of the Club, when the pool opened some ten years ago, was to offer a higher level of concession food and beverage service from our concession area in comparison to other clubs in our area and throughout the nation.  We have done so for the past ten years. When the pool closed for repairs this summer we contacted members by phone inquiring of their experience at the other clubs.  These phone calls indicated The Outing Club staff was much more attentive, the cleanliness of the pool area was as comparable as and or cleaner than that of other local clubs and has a higher level of service.
